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CLP Power Queen’s Hill Substation Wins Top Prize
at Asian Power Awards

CLP Power’s
Queen’s Hill 132kV substation was presented with the Gold Award in the Transmission
and Distribution Project of the Year category at a ceremony in Kuala Lumpur in
recognition of its inspired, environmentally-friendly design.
